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1. You can have all players play on the field at one time if you wish.

2. Coaches will pitch the ball to the batters.  They will stand a reasonable distance from the batter.  They are considered part of the playing field and cannot interfere with the hit ball in any way.  

3. The short-stop must play 1 step behind the second base line and can only advance into the infield after the ball is hit.

4. There should be a pitcher (child) behind or off to the side of the pitching coach.  OTHER THAN THE PITCHER, THERE SHOULD BE NO OTHER PLAYERS IN THE CENTER INFIELD AREA.

5. Each batter will be given a total of 3 pitches (from their coach) to hit the ball.  If a coach recognizes the need for assistance before the limit, they may help the batter.  After the third pitch the batter will hit off a T.  We want every child to hit, and we want the others to be able to field the ball.  Positive reinforcement is the key here.  We don’t want any child to feel that they have failed.

6. Each team will bat through their lineup and then the inning will end.
7. Five innings or a 1 hour time limit will complete a game.  Home team must have completed their turn.  Please be considerate of this rule.

8. A hit must go out of the infield for a player to advance more than one base.  The advancement stops when the ball is returned to the infield and play stops.  Runners can only advance to third base on a long hit to the field.  Runners can only advance to home on a hit or a walk not a wild throw.

9. The bats have to be a tee ball bat or equivalent with a barrel no bigger than 2 ¼” diameter.  Your team will be provided with one bat.  Please make sure parents know this rule before they purchase one for their child.

10. If a player gets out they should kindly be sent off the field (back to the bench).  We want the kids to understand the game.

Please try to teach the basics of baseball.  These kids will advance to higher levels of the game.  Teach them to understand the mechanics of the game and where the next play will be going.  Encourage them to get outs on all bases.  Above all, try to be a great sport and have fun.  Encourage parents to have as much fun watching as the kids have playing.  Have Fun!!!
